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Sussex area bicycle tours

(This tour was designed by Peter Williams of East Wind Cycle)

Tour of Head of Millstream – Knightville Road   (96 km)
Here is a ride for those that like to put in some distance. The route is over quiet back country paved roads with no difficult climbs. It can be modified at km 58.4 to cut off 10 km. If you wish to do an easier 25 km ride, follow the direction at km 17.5. For most cyclists it is an all day ride so pack a lunch, stores are few and far between. Allow from 4 to 7 hours depending on your average speed. Note that most touring cyclists can average 18-25 km/h not including stops while experienced racers will average 32 to 38 km/h so judge your time accordingly.
