Tour of Pleasant Vale – Mapleton (31.5 km)
This tour is basically a circle route around the base of Gowland Mountain. Although it is scenic at any time of year, it is an excellent fall colour tour because of the many maple trees along the way. Most of the climbing comes in the first 15 km and it is not difficult. Allow 1.5 to 3 hours. The road surface is paved the entire way. Watch for good swimming stops along the Pollett River before Elgin. There are many other good paved and dirt roads that radiate out from Elgin so use your road map and experiment if you wish to add distance.
