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Sussex area bicycle tours

Tour of Belleisle Creek to Norton  (54.5 km)
Here is a good day tour with no difficult climbing. The route crosses farm land around the village of Belleisle Creek and then runs along the Kennebecasis River from Norton back into Sussex. Traffic is usually very light except for Rte. 121 East in late afternoons. There are two good side trips for those who enjoy the challenge of a tough hill climb.

You may climb this hill until the pavement ends and then retrace your route back down and rejoin tour.



You may also continue on over a short stretch of unpaved road and then follow signs to Norton for a shorter ride.

If you stay on 875 West here, you will shorten your ride but miss Belleisle Creek.

For another tough climb, turn right at km 24 onto East Scotch Settlement Rd. Climb to the top and retrace route.
